	Info 1: A Quick Explanation of the Functions in Student Behavior:

The four most common needs driving student behavior is easy to remember by using the acronym EATS. 

E-escape  Students engage in inappropriate behavior to try to escape a task or situation they find aversive. 

A-attention  Students engage in inappropriate behavior to gain or escape attention from peers or teacher (this can include negative attention. 

T-tangible gains Students engage in inappropriate behaviors to gain access to preferred activity or object. 

S-Sensory needs Students engage in inappropriate behaviors to meet a sensory or internal need that be difficult to detect from                           
      the outside. 
            
          All behavior is communication.  Social scientists view 
        behavior as serving a function or purpose.  Each student's 
        behavior is a puzzle educators are tasked with solving.             
                     As soon as we know the function or purpose 
                     of a behavior, we can design interventions that 
                       teach students how to meet their needs in
